	Reinforced Cement Concrete (RCC) foundation and plinth shall be constructed as per site condition and soil bearing capacity using standard cement, sand, and aggregate mix. Minimum plinth height should be 1–1.5 ft above ground level to prevent water seepage and snow/rain impact.

	2
	Brick Masonry in Cement Mortar
	Brick masonry shall be constructed using first-class burnt bricks in cement mortar ratio 1:6. Wall thickness shall be minimum 4.5 inches for partition walls and 9 inches for external walls where required.

	3
	Cement Plaster (Inside & Outside)
	Internal and external wall surfaces shall be plastered with cement mortar (1:4 ratio) with smooth finish. Internal plaster thickness shall be minimum 12 mm and external plaster 15 mm.

	4
	Anti-Skid Floor Tiles
	Toilet floors shall be finished with anti-skid ceramic/vitrified tiles suitable for wet areas. Tiles shall be durable, easy to clean, and installed with proper slope toward drainage outlets.

	5
	CGI Sheet / RCC Roofing
	Roofing shall consist of either RCC slab or CGI sheet roofing with proper structural support, waterproofing, and slope for rain/snow drainage suitable for climatic conditions of Jammu & Kashmir.

	6
	PVC Door or Metal Frame Door with Latch
	Each toilet unit shall have PVC/FRP or metal-framed door with internal latch/locking system. Door width shall be minimum 750 mm and designed for child-friendly use and privacy.

	Ventilation and Natural Lighting
	Adequate ventilation shall be provided through ventilators/windows to ensure airflow, odor control, and natural lighting. Ventilator size should be approximately 1.5 ft × 1 ft minimum.

	Water Storage Connection
	Toilet units shall be connected to an adequate water source/storage system including water tank, supply pipes, taps, and flushing arrangements to ensure uninterrupted water availability.

	9
	Proper Drainage and Soak Pit/Septic Arrangement
	Proper wastewater drainage system shall be constructed and connected to soak pit or septic tank as per approved sanitation standards. All pipelines shall ensure leak-proof disposal and environmental safety.

	10
	Child-Friendly and Gender-Segregated Design
	Separate toilet units shall be constructed for boys and girls with child-friendly dimensions, privacy arrangements, easy access, proper signage, and safe usage facilities suitable for school children.
